and its consequences, including as President of the 16th Conference of the Parties to the UNFCCC,
which led to the adoption of the Canciin Agreements. Elected President of the Third Committee of
the UN General Assembly in 1996, she played a key role in the process leading up to the adoption of

the Beijing Platform for Action at the Fourth World Conference on Women.
